OBRALZY ZEME

Filip Figel je kameraman, ktory sa venuje aj fotografii. Alebo fotograf, ktory sa zaobera aj kamera-
manskou ¢innostou. Pravdu povediac, v tomto pripade je jedno, ¢o je substantivum a ¢o adjektivum,
pretoze dolezité su obrazy, presnejSie statické alebo pohyhlivé obrazy. K ich vytvoreniu su dolezité
dve veci: aparat a oko operatora aparatu. Operator sa pozera cez objektiv aparatu na svet a ,vy-
rezava“ z neho nieco, ¢o nie je obycajnym zoskupenim veci a udalosti sveta, ale ¢o ma kompoziciu,
vdaka ktorej sa obrazy ,odlucené“ svetu stavaju umenim. Oko Filipa Figela vidi to, Go my nevidime,
ale vdaka jeho obrazom to mézeme vidiet aj my.

Zoberme si fotografie zo suboru Obrazy Zeme. Samotny subor vlastne pozostava z dvoch konver-
gentnych sérii. Prvu sériu tvoria fotografie prirody a toho, ¢o je do prirody zasadené: domy, okna,
krize, atd. Niekto by unahlene mohol povedat, Ze témou tejto série je protiklad prirody a kultary, svet
prirodzenych a zhotovenych veci. Lenze tak to nie je, pretoze fotografie zachytavaju dve podoby
prirody. Na jednej strane fotografie ukazuju prirodu ako nesputany a nepredvidatelny Zivel, ktory
moze hocikedy demonstrovat svoju silu, schopnu za kratku chvilu znicit vSetko, ¢o sa jej postavi do
cesty. Na druhej strane je tu druha priroda, to znamena priroda pretvorena clovekom tak, aby mu
poskytla suroviny nevyhnutné pre prezitie. Prva a druha priroda su oddelené a predsa spolu, medzi
nimi neprestajne prebiehaji vymeny, a hoci jedna priroda, obrazne povedané, by chcela ovladnut
druht a plati to vice versa, kazdé vitazstvo jednej alebo druhej prirody je iba docasné, preto po urci-
tom Gase dochadza k ich spontannemu zmiereniu, ktoré rusi vitaza a porazeného.

Druhu sériu tvoria fotografie fudi, ktori ¢astou svojho bytia patria prvej prirode a ¢astou druhej pri-
rode, pretoze su tvorcami kultury, teda niecoho, ¢o s ludmi na svet prichadza a s nimi, zial, moze
zo sveta aj odist. Je vSeobecne zname, Ze clovek je tvor citiaci, mysliaci, konajuci a hrajuci, pricom
fotograf zachytava predovsetkym tvare ludi, ktori si uzivaju chvile volna, ked mézu spievat, hrat na
hudobné nastroje, tancovat, skratka vychutnavat si cas rozkose, ktory je iny nez ¢as prace.

Kazda séria ma teda svoju tému a svoje vlastné, emaciami podfarbené, tony. Dve série k sebe neod-
myslitelne patria, tak ako k sebe patri priroda a kultura. Spolu vytvaraju celok a to, o reprezentuje
stbor fotografii, je iba fragmentom $irsieho celku zvaného Zem. Ano, je to nasa Zem, hoci, priznajme
si to otvorene, nie vzdy sa k nej spravame ako k nasej. Nastastie vSak medzi nami Ziju ludia, ktori
Zem respektuju, maju Gctu voci nej a necheu byt ni¢im inym, iba jej dobrym a pokornym partnerom.
Trufam si povedat, Ze tento fotograficky stbor bez toho, aby to pateticky daval na znamost, chce
byt pokornym vyjadrenim Gcty a zaroven odkrytim krasy jednej ¢asti Zeme. Je to zaujimavy subor
a Filipovi Figelovi prajem vela uspechov pri odkryvani novych dimenzii nasho sveta, ¢ize nasej Zeme.

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PICTURES OF THE EARTH

Filip Figel is a cameraman who also works in photography. Or a photographer who also works as a came-
raman. To tell the truth, in this case it doesn't matter which is the noun or which is the adjective, becau-
se the important thing is the images, more precisely still or moving images. To create them, two things
are important: the camera and the eye of the camera operator. The operator looks at the world through
the lens of the camera and "carves" out of it something that is not an ordinary grouping of things and
events of the world, but that has a composition that makes the images "separated" from the world
become art. Filip Figel's eye sees what we cannot see, but thanks to his paintings we can see it too.

Let's take photos from the Earth Images file. The set itself actually consists of two convergent series.
The first series consists of photographs of nature and what is embedded in nature: houses, windows,
crosses, etc. One might hastily say that the theme of this series is the opposition of nature and culture,
the world of natural and manufactured things. But it is not so, because the photographs capture two
forms of nature. On the one hand, the photographs show nature as an unfettered and unpredictable
element that can demonstrate its power at any time, capable of destroying everything that stands
in its way in a short time. On the other hand, there is the second nature, that is, nature transformed
by man in such a way as to provide him with the raw materials necessary for survival. The first and
second natures are separate and yet together, exchanges are constantly taking place between them,
and although one nature, figuratively speaking, would like to dominate the other and vice versa, any
victory of one or the other nature is only temporary, therefore after a certain time there is to their
spontaneous reconciliation, which cancels out the winner and the loser.

The second series consists of photographs of people who part of their being belong to the first nature
and part to the second nature, because they are creators of culture, that is, something that comes
into the world with people and, unfortunately, can also leave the world with them. It is widely known
that man is a feeling, thinking, acting and playing creature, while the photographer captures above all
the faces of people who enjoy their free time, when they can sing, play musical instruments, dance, in
short, enjoy a time of pleasure that is different from work time.

Therefore, each series has its own theme and its own tones colored by emotions. The two series inextri-
cably belong to each other, just as nature and culture belong to each other. Together they form a whole,
and what a set of photographs represents is only a fragment of a larger whole called the Earth. Yes, it
is our Earth, although, let's face it, we don't always treat it like ours. Fortunately, however, there are
people living among us who respect the Earth, have respect for it and do not want to be anything other
than its good and humble partner. | dare say that this photo set, without making it pathetically obvious,
wants to be a humble expression of respect and at the same time reveal the beauty of one part of the
Earth. It is an interesting set and | wish Filip Figel much success in discovering new dimensions of our
world, that is, our Earth.
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
